
FLYING GLORY WELCOMES
OUR MEN BACK FROM WAR
Nazi Saboteur Disrupts

Arrival Of Fleet.

LOS ANGELES, May 4
(AP)-The Patriotic
Princess appeared in
the skies over the Los
Angeles Harbor today as
a portion of the Navel
fleet came home.

Flying Glory arrived
in the nick of time as
the arriving soldiers
were attacked by the
super saboteur, calling
herself Frau Nazi,
attacked the harbor.  

Vowing revenge for
the death of her
fuhrer, the Nazi female
made an all out attack
on the America sol-
diers.
